
Hambden Township Zoning Commission

Chardon, Ohio 44024 

The Hambden Township Zoning Commission held a public meeting on Monday, November 7, 2011 at 7:00 p.m. at the Hambden Township Town Hall.  The following members were present: Helen Scheuring, Lois Cox, Jane Loisdaughter, Richard Acquaviva, Connie Locke, and alternate John Heck.  Also in attendance were Trustee Keith McClintock, and Darlene Welch. 

Mrs. Scheuring called the public meeting to order, and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  Mrs. Scheuring welcomed Mr. McClintock, and inquired if he had any questions or concerns.  None was given. 

Minutes

Mrs. Scheuring asked if there were any corrections to the minutes from the October 17, 2011 Zoning Commission meeting.  There were no corrections requested and, Jane Loisdaughter made a motion to accept the minutes and waive their reading. Richard Acquaviva seconded the motion that passed unanimously.  

Unfinished Business
Proposed Amendment – Alternative Energy and Wind Energy Conversion Systems 

Ms. Loisdaughter presented the members with a revised draft, dated November 7, 2011, of the proposed regulations on solar panels and wind energy conversion systems. The Zoning Commission discussed the pending language, and offered suggestions and changes that would enhance the proposed regulations.  At the conclusion of the discussion, Ms. Loisdaughter stated that she will continue working on refining the proposed language for next months meeting.

Proposed Zoning Amendments to be Initiated
Mrs. Welch informed the Zoning Commission members of an error in the computation of time from initiation of the motion and the setting of the public hearing.  Mrs. Welch suggested a public meeting of December 2 or December 3 to initiate the amendments and adhere to the public hearing date of January 9, 2011.  The Zoning Commission discussed the amendment procedure time table, and determined that the amendments will be initiated on Saturday, December 3 at a special public meeting at 8 a.m. at the Town Hall.  Mrs. Scheuring requested that the newspapers be notified of the meeting and all documentation be made ready for initiation of the amendments. 
New Business 

Proposed Zoning Amendment – Cemeteries
Mrs. Welch reported on the County Zoning Inspectors meeting held in September 2011.  County Planning Commission Director David Dietrich was present along with County Township zoning inspectors and guests.  Mr. Dietrich mentioned that the township zoning inspectors should check their zoning code for provisions that regulate cemeteries.  After a review of the Hambden Township Zoning Resolution was completed, Mrs. Welch confirmed that the Zoning Resolution makes no reference to permitting or prohibiting public or private cemeteries in any zoning district.

A meeting was held on November 7, 2011 at the Planning Commission office.  Mr. Dietrich, Mrs. Baptie, and Mrs. Welch were present, and discussed the drafted language from the Model Zoning Resolution on cemeteries. A copy of the draft was transmitted to the Hambden Township Zoning Office.  
Mrs. Welch furnished the members with a copy of the draft regulations from the Model Zoning Resolution for their perusal.  Mrs. Scheuring tabled any further discussion until the next meeting. 
Other Business
Mrs. Scheuring reported on oil & gas well informational meeting that was held on October 27, 2011 at 470 Center Street, Building 8A in the City of Chardon.  A video tape of the meeting will be obtained from G-TV for viewing, and will be available at the Township Administrative Office.    
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The Zoning Commission will conduct a special public meeting to initiate motions on the proposed amendments to the Zoning Resolution.  The meeting is scheduled for Saturday, December 3, 2011 at 8:00 a.m. at the Hambden Township Town Hall.

The next regularly schedule public meeting of the Zoning Commission will be held on Monday, December 5, 2011 at 7:00 p.m. at the Hambden Township Town Hall.

Since there was no further business to come before the Hambden Township Zoning Commission, Jane Loisdaughter moved to adjourn the Zoning Commission’s public meeting at 8:38 p.m.  Richard Acquaviva seconded the motion that passed unanimously.  
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
