
Hambden Township Zoning Commission

The Hambden Township Zoning Commission held a public meeting on Monday, December 5, 2011 at 7:00 p.m. at the Hambden Town Hall.  The following members were present: Helen Scheuring, Lois Cox, Jane Loisdaughter, Richard Acquaviva, and Connie Locke. Alternate John Heck was absent.  Also in attendance were Keith McClintock and Darlene Welch. 

Mrs. Scheuring called the public meeting to order, and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  Mrs. Scheuring welcomed guests, and inquired if they had any questions or concerns.

Minutes
Mrs. Scheuring asked if there were any corrections to the minutes from the special public meeting held on December 3, 2011. There were no corrections requested and, Jane Loisdaughter made a motion to accept the minutes and waive their reading. Connie seconded the motion that passed unanimously.  
Unfinished Business
Proposed Amendment – Alternative Energy and Wind Energy Conversion Systems 

Ms. Loisdaughter presented the members with a revised draft, dated December 5, 2011, of the proposed regulations on solar panels and wind energy conversion systems. The Zoning Commission discussed the pending language, and offered suggestions and changes that would enhance the proposed regulations.  At the conclusion of the discussion, Ms. Loisdaughter stated that she will continue working on refining the proposed language for next public meeting in 2012.
Proposed Zoning Amendment – Cemeteries
Mr. Acquaviva informed the members that his research on regulations for cemeteries is progressing, but not complete.  Mrs. Scheuring tabled any further discussion to a later date.  

New Business
Agenda for January 9, 2012 Public Hearing & Meeting

Mrs. Scheuring stated that the agenda for the first Zoning Commission meeting will be as follows:

1. Conduct public hearings on the amendments to the Zoning Resolution. Closes public hearing. In a public meeting the ZC must vote to recommend approval, denial, or approval of some modification of the amendments within 30 days after the public hearing
2. Conduct a public meeting for the following

A. The election of officers for 2012.

B. The reading of the minutes from December 5, 2011 public meeting.

C. Vote to approve, deny, or modify amendments, if warranted.
D. Set the agenda for 2012.  
E. If time allows, continue discussion on “Alterative Energy”.

Topic Tabled

Mrs. Scheuring stated that Mr. Acquaviva volunteered to look into proposed language for residential outdoor recreational equipment. 

Mrs. Scheuring mentioned that she will be discussing the proposed regulations for liquid and solid waste.

Mrs. Scheuring requested a volunteer to take up the research for proposed controls on outdoor wood boilers.
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Mrs. Scheuring tabled all discussion on internet cafes, as suggested by the Planning Commission and the Prosecutor’s Office because of the work being done by the Ohio Senate on HB 195.   
Mrs. Welch suggested that the Zoning Commission consider establishing regulations for farm markets, and residential storage sheds.  Copies of a rough draft of shed regulations were given to the members by Mrs. Welch for their review.

Since there was no further business to come before the Hambden Township Zoning Commission, Connie Locke moved to adjourn the Zoning Commission’s public meeting at 8:20 p.m.  Helen Scheuring seconded the motion that passed unanimously.  
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
