HAMBDEN TOWNSHIP TRUSTEES

The Hambden Township Trustees met in Regular Session at the Hambden Town Hall on Wednesday, December 7, 2011 at 6:30 p.m. with the following members present:   Edward Kaminski, Nadine Pope and Keith McClintock. Also present was Fiscal Officer Laura Chorman, Administrative Assistant Mary Ann Dottore, Clerical Assistant Lauri Zampino and those on the attached sign in sheet. 
Chairman Kaminski called the Regular Meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance at 6:30 p.m. 
Mr. Kaminski asked if any residents had questions or concerns to bring before the Board. There were none.
MINUTES

Mr. Kaminski asked the Board if there were any comments or corrections regarding the minutes of the November 16, 2011 regular meeting. There were no corrections or changes to the minutes and Mr. McClintock recommended that they stand as approved and waive the reading.
Mr. Kaminski asked the Board if there were any comments or corrections regarding the minutes of the November 30, 2011 special meeting. There were no corrections or changes to the minutes and Mr. McClintock recommended that they stand as approved and waive the reading.

ZONING INSPECTOR
Mrs. Welch submitted her report for the period of November 17, 2011 through November 30, 2011.  A copy of the activity report is attached for review. 

ZONING
Mr. McClintock reported that the Zoning Commission met on Monday evening and had an active discussion.
Ms. Scheuring asked the board if they have any specific zoning topics/regulations they would like the Zoning Commission to review in 2012.

Ms. Scheuring stated that she was pleased that all members of the Zoning Commission attended the meeting that was held on Saturday morning. Several of the members did not think they would be available.

Ms. Scheuring reported that Dave Dietrich thanked her for all Hambden Township has done informing the public about injection well drilling. He also told her that Hambden Township does more than any other Geauga township to bring zoning regulations up to date. 

FIRE DEPARTMENT
Chief Hildenbrand submitted to the Board the November call summary. There were 48 calls during the month. A copy of the report is attached for review.
Chief Hildenbrand reported that several of their trucks have needed repairs. He also stated that they had a community service worker who waxed all the fire department vehicles while performing his community service hours. He was an excellent worker. 
Mrs. Chorman reported that last years’ Life Force Management contract was for 365 days (one year). Chief Hildenbrand stated that there is a clause in the contract that states if no action is taken, the contract will continue for another year at the same rate.
RESOLUTION 2011-105:  Made by Keith McClintock, seconded by Nadine Pope, to extend the Life Force Management contract for one year at the same rate as last year.  Upon call of roll:  Mr. McClintock – yes, Mrs. Pope –yes, Mr. Kaminski – yes. Motion carried.

Chief Hildenbrand stated that Life Force employees are good to work with. Mrs. Chorman stated that the only problem she has had with them was that they would use the yellow copy of the deposit ticket when they fax a copy to us and we cannot read the information. This is one of the items the auditors brought up during our state audit earlier this year. We have been working with Andrea at Life Force and the problem has been resolved. 
FINANCIAL
Mrs. Chorman submitted to the Board for approval and signature warrants #6012 through and including #6073 totaling $187,643.67, which includes the EFTPS deposit.  Backup was attached to the checks. She asked the Board if there were any questions or discussion regarding the bills, if not they will stand as approved and be mailed out. There were no questions from the Board.

Mrs. Chorman submitted to the Board for approval and signature purchase orders #1237 and #1238. There were no blanket purchase orders. She asked the Board if there were any questions or discussion regarding the purchase orders, if not they will stand as approved. There were no questions from the Board.

Mrs. Chorman advised the Board that total receipts for November were $76,372.37 and total expenditures of $210,006.21. Of that amount, $139,000.00 was the check issued to Ronyak Paving for the Radcliffe Road project. The Geauga County Engineer's Office notified her that the paperwork has been sent to OPWC. After OPWC makes the final payment to Ronyak Paving, they will notify her and the internal transfer can be made to our books.
Mrs. Chorman reported that she received the new contract with Software Systems. The contact price was much higher than the current contract. Mrs. Chorman contacted Software Systems and re-negotiated at a lower rate. The contract price for 2012 will remain the same as 2011 at $265.00 per month, 2013 the price will increase to $275.00 per month and in 2014 the price will increase to $280.00 per month. Mrs. Chorman contacted UAN but was told that they have no availability until the 3rd quarter of 2012. Mrs. Chorman stated that she is happy with Software Systems and would like to stay with them.

Mr. Kaminski stated that he read an article that the state township association is talking about implementing a standard for all the roads in the state.
