
Hambden Township Zoning Commission

Chardon, Ohio 44024 

The Hambden Township Zoning Commission held a public meeting on Monday, May 3, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. at the Hambden Town Hall.  The following members were present: Helen Scheuring, Lois Cox, Jane Loisdaughter, Richard Acquaviva, and Connie Locke.  Trustee Keith McClintock was in attendance.  

Mrs. Scheuring called the public meeting to order, and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.   
Minutes
Mrs. Scheuring asked if there were any corrections to the minutes from the April 12, 2010 Zoning Commission meeting.  There were no corrections requested and, Jane Loisdaughter made a motion to accept the minutes and waive their reading. Richard Acquaviva seconded the motion that passed unanimously.  
UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Proposed Zoning Amendment – Commercial Redistricting
Mr. Acquaviva gave a report on his physical review of the proposed commercial district 3 (State Route 6 and Grant Street area).  Attached is an outline of his findings for review. The Zoning Commission discussed the findings and their effect on current and proposed zoning requirements for the C-1 zoning area. Mr. Acquaviva shall supply additional visuals and examples for next month’s meeting.  Mrs. Scheuring tabled any further discussion until the next scheduled meeting. 
Conditional Zoning Certificate – Mini Storage Facility
Mrs. Locke reported that she has reviewed several storage facilities in the area concerning the height of fencing surrounding the compounds.  Mrs. Locke said that all the facilities she visited in Geauga and Lake County have at least a six-foot fence. The only storage facility that does not have a fence is the storage facility on Fifth Street in Chardon Village, which was the facility that Mr. Rosboril referred too during the meeting on April 12, 2010 with the Board of Zoning Appeals. Mrs. Locke stated that a Willoughby facility has a six-foot fence with weaving to hinder the view of their outside storage which is allowed.  Mr. Acquaviva believes that the real concern that the Board of Appeals and Mr. Rosboril had was the restriction of the eight-foot fence requirement.  Mr. Acquaviva stated that he will research the requirements of a mini-storage facility since they are a permitted use within the commercial zones.

NEW BUSINESS
Comparison between “Model” Zoning Book & the Hambden Township Zoning Resolution
Industrial District
Mrs. Locke reported on her comparison of Section 404 of the Hambden Township Zoning Resolution against the Geauga County “Model” Zoning Resolution.  The Zoning Commission discussed the differences, and agreed that the current Section 404 of the Hambden Township Zoning Resolution will remain unchanged.   
Manufactured Home Park District
Mrs. Cox reported on her comparison of Section 405 of the Hambden Township Zoning Resolution against the Geauga County “Model” Zoning Resolution.  Mrs. Cox stated that the “Model” does not address manufactured home parks; therefore, no comparison could be made. 
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Ms. Loisdaughter presented her findings of the differences between the “Model” Zoning Resolution and the Hambden Township Zoning Resolution dealing with Section 402.  Ms. Loisdaughter suggested adding to Section 402.2 in the Hambden Township Zoning Resolution language for wind energy conversion 
systems. The discussion on wind energy conversion systems will be taken up at the next Zoning Commission meeting. 
Commercial District
Mrs. Scheuring tabled the comparison of the commercial language between Hambden’s current zoning resolution and the County “Model” Zoning Resolution.  This discussion will be taken up during the redistricting of the commercial areas.   

Miscellaneous
Mrs. Welch furnished the Zoning Commission with a flyer regarding the NE Ohio Planning and Zoning Workshop on June 25, 2010 in Warren, Ohio.  

Since there was no further business to come before the Hambden Township Zoning Commission, Jane Loisdaughter made a motion to adjourn.   Connie Locke seconded the motion that passed unanimously.  The meeting adjourned at 8:50 p.m.
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
