HAMBDEN TOWNSHIP TRUSTEES

The Hambden Township Trustees met in Regular Session at the Hambden Townhall on Wednesday, August 18, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. with the following members present:  Keith McClintock, Edward Kaminski and Nadine Pope.  Also in attendance were those on the attached sign in sheet. Fiscal Officer Laura Chorman and Administrative Assistant Mary Ann Dottore were absent.
Chairman McClintock called the Regular Meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance at 6:30 p.m. 
The first order of business was the opening of bids for the HVAC improvements to be funded by the NOPEC grant received by the township. Bids were received as follows:

Mr. McClintock asked the Board if there were any corrections or changes to the minutes of the Regular meeting of August 4, 2010.  There were no changes requested and Mrs. Pope made a motion to accept the minutes and waive their reading.

Zoning Inspector, Darlene Welch submitted to the Board her activity report covering the period of August 1, 2010 through August 18, 2010.  A copy of the activity report and verbal report are attached for review.

FIRE DEPARTMENT
Chief Hildenbrand reported 
FINANCIAL
Mrs. Pope submitted to the Board  on behalf of Mrs. Dottorefor approval and signature warrants #4750 through and including #4785 totaling $20,048.66.  Backup was attached to the checks.  She asked the other Board members if they had any questions or discussion required regarding the bills, if not they will stand as approved and be mailed out.  There were no questions from the Board.
There were no purchase orders.
Mrs. Pope reported that she and Mr. Kaminski attended the Budget Hearing for the township’s 2011 Tax Budget. The township was praised for their ability to save for purchases and not incur debt. All of the requested funds were approved except those for the park because this cannot be done until after the election in November due to the park levy being up for renewal this year. The township is seeking a reduction and replacement of the existing levy from .50 mils to .25 mils.

RESOLUTION 2010-0 made by Mrs. Pope, seconded by Mr. Kaminski to approve the July Financial Statement as submitted. Upon call of roll: Mrs. Pope– yes, Mr. Kaminski– yes and Mr. McClintock – yes.  Motion carried.
ROADS
Mr. Kaminski reported 
Mr. Kaminski reported that he has been working with the County Engineers Office regarding paving Radcliffe Road using government funding of a joint road project.  He was hoping to connect with Leroy Township on this project but Leroy Township does not have the funds to do the work.  Mr. Kaminski is working on getting a quote for culvert work on Radcliffe.  Mr. Heald reported that the tree work and banks will be completed next week. 
Mr. Heald reported that Melzer Fuel will be bringing the temporary fuel tanks on Monday.  Newbury Sandblasting will sand blast and paint the old tanks.  

TOWNHALL
Mrs. Pope reported that the new concrete and stairs will be cleaned tomorrow, August 19 and will be sealed on the 20th. Due to a problem getting the material for the hand rail the new railings will not be ready until August 24th. Mr. Heald believes they can be primed and painted and ready to install by Friday, August 27th. Scott from D&S Concrete will do the installation.
Mr. Brazis will be painting all of the exterior doors and trim on the township hall and zoning office. The doors will be painted a light gray to offer some contrast and not show the dirt as easily.
SAFETY
Mr. Heald reported that the electrical work between two pavilions is very unsafe.  Monday morning First Energy will be turning the power off and the meter socket and breaker box will be replaced.  Mr. Heald is hoping to have all the work complete by Thursday or Friday.
PARK
Mr. McClintock reported that the park board met last evening.  Discussions included the 2011 budget and the tree planting project.  Dave Toguchi presented phase two and three of the tree planting plan, which will be available for viewing at the Hambden community picnic.  Mrs. Edelinsky contacted 8 nurseries for the trees and only 3 have the types of trees that the plan calls for.  Lake County Nursery quoted the lowest price at $2631 for 26 trees.  The trees will need to be picked up and planted in the fall.  Mr. McClintock thanked Mrs. Edelinsky for working on the tree quotes.

CEMETERY
Mr. Heald reported that the road crew has been working on resetting headstones for the past two weeks.

MISCELLANEOUS
Mrs. Pope asked the other board members to approve Fall Trash Day, Saturday, September 25, 2010. She will ask Mrs. Chorman to request quotes for this as soon as possible.

Mrs. Chorman will be back in the office on Monday, August 23rd.

Mrs. Pope thanked all those involved in this year’s Community Picnic. Even though there was a lighter turn out than last year, those present seemed to enjoy the afternoon. The committee approved making a donation of $100 each to Hambden Grange and Hambden Fire Department Explorers.

Mr. McClintock asked if any residents had any further questions or concerns to bring before the Board.  There were none.
