HAMBDEN TOWNSHIP TRUSTEES

The Hambden Township Trustees met in Regular Session at the Hambden Townhall on Wednesday, July 7, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. with the following members present:  Keith McClintock, Edward Kaminski and Nadine Pope.  Also in attendance was Administrative Assistant, Mary Ann Dottore and those on the attached sign in sheet.  Fiscal Officer, Laura Chorman was absent.  
Chairman McClintock called the Regular Meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance at 6:30 p.m. 
Mr. McClintock asked if any residents had any questions or concerns to bring before the Board.  There were none. 

MINUTES

Mr. McClintock asked the Board if there were any corrections or changes to the minutes of the Regular Meeting of June 16, 2010 and the June 21 Budget Hearing Minutes.  There were no changes requested and Mrs. Pope made a motion to accept the minutes and waive their reading.

ZONING INSPECTOR
Zoning Inspector, Darlene Welch submitted to the Board her activity report covering the period of June 16, 2010 through June 30, 2010.  A copy of the activity report and verbal report are attached for review.  
Mrs. Welch informed the board that the Zoning Commission will be meeting on Monday July 12th at 7 p.m.  She also noted that the Zoning Seminar held recently in Warren, Ohio was one of the most informative she has attended in some time.
ZONING 
Helen Scheuring advised the board that the Zoning Commission has been making a great deal of progress and is especially impressed with the research that Richard Acquaviva is doing.  She was also very impressed with the speaker at the Zoning Seminar in Warren who spoke concerning agricultural zoning. 
FIRE DEPARTMENT
Chief Hildenbrand submitted to the Board and audience the monthly incident report for June listing 40 calls. A copy of this report is attached for review.  The Chief advised the board that the department was very involved in both the recent oil spill in Newbury and the house explosion in Concord.  The Chief also informed the board and audience that nine members of the fire department’s Explorer group are attending this year’s fire training academy with the help of funds raised at the recent spaghetti dinner.  The Chief also advised the board that the Ford Explorer is now out of service and will be ready to post on GovDeals for sale next week.

FINANCIAL
Mrs. Dottore submitted to the Board for approval and signature warrants #4610 through and including #4674 totaling $154,616.60.  Backup was attached to the checks.  She asked the Board if there were any questions or discussion required regarding the bills, if not they will stand as approved and be mailed out.  There were no questions from the Board.  

Mrs. Dottore submitted to the Board for approval and signature purchase orders #996 through #1004.  There were no blanket purchase orders.  She asked the Board if there were any questions or discussion required regarding the purchase orders, if not they will stand as approved.  There were no questions from the Board.  

Mrs. Dottore reported that the receipts for the month of June totaled $38,449.32. 
Mrs. Dottore reported that the expenditures for the month of June totaled $131,550.84.  
ROADS
Mr. Kaminski reported that several Sawmill Drive residents complained about the dust from the cutting of the slabs that are to be replaced.  He and Mr. Heald reviewed the problem and asked the fire department to wet the road down, and then Mr. Heald broomed the sections that had been cut. Mr. Ken Marous, a Sawmill Drive resident, had a water truck at his residence and assisted by wetting down the road several more times.  Mr. Kaminski also spoke with the residents who had called to complain.  Mr. Kaminski publicly thanked the fire department and Mr. Marous for their generous assistance.
The sections that have been removed will be poured on Thursday 7/8.

Mr. Kaminski and Mrs. Dottore will meet next week to prepare the legal notice for bidding the heating and air conditioning work to be done with the funds from the NOPEC Grant that we were recently approved for, as long as the board approves.  Mr. Kaminski reported that of the 127 applications NOPEC received only 30 were approved for the first round of grants.

RESOLUTION 2010-55 made by Edward Kaminski, seconded by Nadine Pope to prepare the legal notice and advertise for bids for updating the heating and air conditioning in township buildings per the specifications prepared by Geauga Mechanical.  Upon call of vote: Mrs. Pope – yes, Mr. Kaminski – yes, Mr. McClintock – yes. Motion carried.
Mrs. Dottore explained to the board that the Bascom Road project came in over $2000 under the estimate.
RESOLUTION 2010-056 made by Edward Kaminski, seconded by Nadine Pope to accept the reduction in price for the Bascom Road paving project.  Upon call of roll: Mrs. Pope– yes, Mr. Kaminski– yes and Mr. McClintock – yes.  Motion carried.  

Mr. Kaminski also reported that he met with NEO Electric regarding quotes for updating the lighting in township buildings.  No decision will be made concerning this project at this time.  It will be done when funds are available. 
TOWNHALL
Mrs. Pope reported that the stairway and sidewalk/drain project is nearly complete.  Some siding was damaged during construction and it will be replaced by the contractor.  D & S Cement will also pour the pads for the benches that the road department will be installing in the Cemetery.  The railings for the front stairs will need to be reworked to fit properly.  Mrs. Pope will meet with Mr. Heald concerning this.
SAFETY
Mr. Heald reported that there have been no recent safety issues.
PARK
Mr. McClintock reported that the damaged sand digger has been repaired and re-installed and that the bleachers are being painted.
CEMETERY

Mrs. Pope reported that the new benches for the cemetery are in and she and Mr. Heald have met at the cemetery to decide where they will be placed.  As stated above D&S Concrete will pour the cement pads and Mr. Heald will install them.

Mrs. Dottore presented to the board for approval and signature the cemetery deed for the purchase of four graves by Donnie and Cherie Reed.

MISCELLANEOUS
Mrs. Pope suggested that a letter of thanks be sent to Mr. Ken Marous for assisting the road department with the dust problem on Sawmill Drive.
Mrs. Pope also reminded those present that there will be a meeting for the upcoming Community Picnic on Tuesday, July 13 at 5:30 p.m.

Mrs. Pope advised those present that the township newsletters were at the printer and would be mailed out early next week. 

Mr. McClintock asked if any residents had any further questions or concerns to bring before the Board. There were none.
Mr. McClintock reported that after a short recess, the board will meet with Zoning Inspector, Darlene Welch.

The Board of Trustees met with Zoning Inspector, Darlene Welch to discuss her monthly updates on zoning violations and concerns.
There being no further business to come before the board, the meeting adjourned at 7:45 p.m.
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
