HAMBDEN TOWNSHIP TRUSTEES

The Hambden Township Trustees met in Regular Session at the Hambden Townhall on Wednesday, August 4, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. with the following members present:  Keith McClintock, Edward Kaminski and Nadine Pope.  Administrative Assistant, Mary Ann Dottore and Fiscal Officer, Laura Chorman were absent. Also in attendance were those on the attached sign in sheet.  
Chairman McClintock called the Regular Meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance at 6:30 p.m. 
Mr. McClintock asked if any residents had any questions or concerns to bring before the Board.  There were none. 

MINUTES

Mr. McClintock asked the Board if there were any corrections or changes to the minutes of the Regular Meeting of July 21, 2010.  There were no changes requested and Mr. Kaminski made a motion to accept the minutes and waive their reading.

ZONING INSPECTOR
Zoning Inspector, Darlene Welch submitted to the Board her activity report covering the period of July 21, 2010 through July 31, 2010.  A copy of the activity report and verbal report are attached for review.  
ZONING 
Mr. McClintock reported that the Zoning Commission met on Monday, August 2nd and continued to work on the re writes of the Zoning Resolution. Windmills were discussed and he was amazed at the questions that came up regarding them. Mrs. Scheuring was impressed with the research Jane Loisdaughter had done on the subject. The board is working well together and making good progress. An alternate is still needed for the Zoning Commission.
FIRE DEPARTMENT
Chief Hildenbrand submitted to the Board and audience the monthly incident report for July listing 41 calls. A copy of this report is attached for review. The Chief advised the board that the auction on GovDeals for the Ford Explorer will end later tonight.
FINANCIAL
Mrs. Pope, on behalf of Mrs. Chorman, submitted to the Board for approval and signature warrants #4718 through and including #4749 totaling $36,888.93.  Backup was attached to the checks.  She asked the Board if there were any questions or discussion required regarding the bills, if not they will stand as approved and be mailed out.  There were no questions from the Board.  

Mrs. Pope submitted to the Board for approval and signature purchase orders #1011 through #1012.  There were no blanket purchase orders.  She asked the Board if there were any questions or discussion required regarding the purchase orders, if not they will stand as approved.  There were no questions from the Board. 
Mrs. Pope reported that the first grant payment has been received from NOPEC. The grant will be paid in four installments of $12,500. Another payment will be made when work is started on the HVAC replacement. Bids for that project will be opened at the August 18th meeting. 

ROADS
Mr. Kaminski reported that the Sawmill Drive repaving is nearing completion. The drain work is done and topsoil will need to brought in and seeding done. Mr. Heald reported that another section of road has cracked and will need to be replaced by the contractor. The concrete will need to be closely monitored for further signs of cracking.
Mr. Heald reported that line striping has begun on Cutts Road and Williams Road. The road crew has been working on removing trees on Radcliffe Road. The new truck is complete and will be available for pick up either Friday or Monday. Training on maintenance for International trucks will be made available in Solon in the next couple of months. This will replace the individual training that used to be provided when taking delivery of a new vehicle.

TOWNHALL
Mrs. Pope reported that the stairway and sidewalk/drain project is complete. The new handrails being made by Chardon Welding will be ready next week. The concrete and stairs will be power washed and then sealed before the railings are installed by D&S Concrete.
Mr. Heald reported that the interior doors in the old hall vestibule will be repainted as well the entry doors and zoning entry in the next few weeks.
SAFETY
Mr. Heald reported that there have been no recent safety issues. Weekly safety meetings are being conducted. He noted that the fuel tanks that were taken in for repainting have some thin spots. The diesel tank will either need to be replaced or have a new bottom welded. The fabrication of a new bottom would save about $800. It would be $500 vs. $1300 for a new tank. He will report back when he has definite information.
PARK
Mrs. Edelinsky reported that the bleachers are being painted and the main electrical service to the park was replaced last week. Mr. Heald reported that the top of the kiddie swing has been welded in place and it has been painted. The road crew has been busy getting the park ready for this weekend’s Community Picnic.
CEMETERY

Mrs. Pope reported that the new benches for the cemetery have been anchored and look very nice. She also noted that Mr. Heald is considering using the old railings from the front of the hall for the ramp at the mausoleum. He will see if they can possibly be fitted to work in that space. The road crew will be spending the next two weeks repairing foundation stones.
MISCELLANEOUS
Hambden resident Janet Strickland and her daughter Danielle were present and gave the board information concerning a pageant that Danielle is participating in. They are looking for sponsors. Mrs. Pope will put the information in the weekly Hambden News Article.
Mr. McClintock asked if any residents had any further questions or concerns to bring before the Board. There were none.
Mr. McClintock reported that after a short recess, the board will meet with Zoning Inspector, Darlene Welch.

The Board of Trustees met with Zoning Inspector, Darlene Welch to discuss her monthly updates on zoning violations and concerns.
